Who Will undertake the actions and by when + Actions and Sentence Plan objectives

· Probation to visit with police on day  after the release to reinforce obligation under licence and registration registration
· Victim contact to visit victim to advice on licence condition prior to release. 
· Probation to see once weekly for 16 weeks and thereafter eligible for reduced reporting. 

Additional conditions. Requirement to manage risk

Level of contact

Contingency Plan 

· Probation to take order back to court in the event of a breach as a result of non compliance with Probation / Community Order requirements.

· To  issue warning letters when missed appointments.
· To give verbal warning regarding failure to comply when appropriate
· To give SPO / AD warning if deemed appropriate
· To instigate recall action 

Review Plan:
